John entered our program in January 2001. Sandy Beach, his case manager at Recovery House, referred him because he had been struggling with the reading and writing involved in his recovery program. We assessed him with LVA’s READ Assessment, which placed him at the A level.  





On Part One: Sight Words, John recognized thirty of forty common sight words. He misread with, no, long, and felt. He did not attempt should, last, public, states, and country. He recognized such words as the, that, with, by, but, now, etc. 





One Part Two: Word Analysis Skills, John demonstrated a fair grasp of letter-sound relationship. However, he did have trouble with four consonant sounds, K, C, G, and Y.  He recognized all the letters in print, both upper and lower case. He only read two of nineteen common consonant-vowel-consonant word patterns. 





On Part Three: Reading/Listening Inventory, John placed at the A level in both word recognition and comprehension. However, his performance indicates that he’s at the upper end of this level.  For example, on the B level (2nd grade equivalent) passage, he missed five words (three are allowed) and answered three of five comprehension questions (one wrong is allowed). He answered one partially correct. His performance on the higher-level passages mirrored this performance on the first. He missed a few more words than allowed but was still able to answer some of the comprehension questions.





In his informal writing sample, he responded to the question: “why do you want to enter our program?” He responded with a simple phrase “to help me to read.” He self corrected his misspelling of read. 





In his learning needs screen, John reports significant learning problems at present and in the past. He should consider further screening for possible learning disability after working with a tutor for a time.





Reading, Writing, Speaking, and Listening Skills Needed





To map long-term goals to determine short-term goals for work in tutoring sessions.





To learn (a reasonable number) of sight words from Language Experiences stories and recovery program related materials each week.





To learn (a reasonable number) words in common word pattern each week.





To complete a journal entry each week (or as it is required).

John needs to expand his sight word vocabulary.





He needs to develop his word attack skills, reviewing phonics and learning common word patterns, to improve his ability to decode unfamiliar words. 





He needs to develop strategies to improve comprehension.





He needs to develop writing skills.




















Review sounds for consonants K, C, G, and Y (using phonics drill from Tutor).





Write (or dictate) a Language Experience story and read it with assistance.





Write (a reasonable number) of sight word cards and practice the words using the sight words technique from Tutor. (John should write these cards himself.)





Learn (a reasonable number) of words from three common word patterns (see Tutor p.170).





John should work as much as possible own his own. Homework to reinforce lessons will be essential.
